The purpose of the Accessibility for Ontarians With Disabilities Act, 2005 is to recognize the history of discrimination against persons with disabilities in Ontario, the purpose of this Act is to benefit all Ontarians by,
(a) developing, implementing and enforcing accessibility standards in order to achieve
accessibility for Ontarians with disabilities with respect to goods, services, facilities,
accommodation, employment, buildings, structures and premises on or before January 1, 2025; and
(b) providing for the involvement of persons with disabilities, of the Government of
Ontario and of representatives of industries and of various sectors of the economy in the development of the accessibility standards.


The Accessibility Advisory Committee for the City of Elliot Lake will, with the help of the department heads of the
Corporation of the City of Elliot Lake, other organizations within the community, and most importantly, the general public directly and through the media, identify and remove barriers to people with disabilities.

The only access to the Fire Hall is a small ramp at side door and is at this time not marked.  We ask that anyone with a disability please call the Fire Hall in advance at 848-3200 and staff will assist individuals with access either through that door or through one of the larger bay doors.  In the New Year we will post signage in front of the Fire Hall for instructions and a call bell at the side door.  The side door also has a ramp to aid with accessibility.
Persons with disabilities requiring a fire permit may call the Fire Hall at 848-3200 and staff will fill out a permit over the phone and meet the individual in the parking lot or make arrangement to deliver the permit if possible.
